ArmenTel rapidly losing its grip on Armenian market

ArmenTel has recently seen a rapid decline
in its market share, despite enjoying a mo-
nopoly in the Armenian market for many
years. In 4Q06, the operator controlled
45% of the market, but by 4Q07 its mar-
ket share had fallen to just 26% (see fig. 1).

ArmenTel’s subscription growth was rel-
atively flat in 2007. The operator reported
particularly bad results in 4Q07, when sub-
scriptions fell by 51,240 (see fig. 2). While
ArmenTel has suffered from falling market
share, competitor K-Telecom (branded Vi-
vacell) has gone from strength to strength.
In 2007, K-Telecom’s market share in-
creased by 18 percentage points and total
subscriptions more than doubled.

In 4Q07, the operator introduced sever-
al new tariff plans and incentives, includ-
ing low cost calls and SMS in the evenings
for prepaid users. The Happy Sundays plan
offered postpaid subscribers low-rate calls
on Sundays as well.

Complaints hit ArmenTel

K-Telecom’s tariff plans and incentives do
not appear out of the ordinary, and Ar-
menTel is implementing similar offers. But
one of the main reasons for ArmenTel’s de-
clining market share seems to be the poor
quality of its network. According to the Ar-
menian press, ArmenTel subscribers have
reported many incidences of poor network
coverage or complete network failure. Ar-
menTel says it is in the process of “improv-
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ing its network”, and that is the reason for
the temporary network failure. The oper-
ator’s owner, Russian mobile operator Vim-
pelCom, stated in its 4QO07 results
conference call that it was “expanding cov-
erage and quality” in Armenia and wanted
to improve its “competitive position”.

In addition to network problems, a law-
suit regarding the introduction of Vimpel-
Com’s Beeline brand in Moldova might
have also affected the positive impact the
operator wanted to achieve post-acquisi-
tion. A mediation agreement on the rights
to the brand was reached in February 2008,
and VimpelCom is now rebranding Ar-
menTel to Beeline.

In its 4QO07 results, VimpelCom an-
nounced that it was planning to invest

US$150 million (€95.4 million) in devel-

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oping its operations in Armenia, Georgia
and Tajikistan in 2008. Once ArmenTel’s
rebranding has taken place, VimpelCom
will need to invest in improving its network
and employ its full range and experience of
marketing strategies in order to improve its
competitive position in the market, as a
third GSM operator is expected in the near
future.

Third licence

In December 2007, the public-services reg-
ulatory commission of Armenia announced
that a third GSM licence was planned. An
international tender is expected to be held
on May 1, 2008, and a decision on the
third operator will be announced in Au-
gust. The commission says it hopes that a
third operator will boost competition and
increase market penetration.

The arrival of K-Telecom in the market
has already brought a strong upturn in sub-
scription levels, pushing up penetration. By
end-4Q07, total subscriptions were 1.9
million and penetration was 63%. The ad-
dition of a third GSM operator should
heighten competition, driving up penetra-
tion further. So far, no operator or investor
has openly expressed an interest in acquir-
ing the licence; however, industry observers
speculate that Russian operator MegaFon
might be interested in expanding its CIS
operations beyond Tajikistan and entering
the Armenian market.
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MOLDOVA

Record net additions help push penetration above 40%

Mobile subscriptions in Moldova totalled
1.8 million at end-4Q07, a year-on-year in-
crease of 27.2%, pushing mobile penetra-
tion above 40% in one of Europe's
least-developed markets (see fig. 1).

The boost came thanks to Moldova’s op-
erators posting record net additions of more
than 380,000 in 2007 (see fig. 2).

Orange extends market leadership
Orange’s network in Moldova claimed an
impressive 73.5% of net additions in 2007,
taking the operator’s market share from
61.3% at end-4Q06 to 63.9% at end-
4Q07. Moldcell’s market share shrank from
31.4% to 27.8% in the same period, while
CDMA operator InterDnestrCom’s market
share rose 0.9 percentage points to 8.3%.

Solid start for Eventis
Moldova’s strong subscription growth is
likely to be further boosted by the launch
of fourth operator Eventis Mobile, which
began commercial operations in late De-
cember 2007. Eventis Mobile is a
Moldovan-Cyprus joint venture founded
by Russian investors. The 51% sharehold-
ing belongs to Cyprus-based Eventis Tele-
com Holding. The Moldovan telecoms
regulator, ANRTT, considers that the pres-
ence of the fourth operator will encourage
higher-quality services and more attractive
pricing, and therefore attract a greater
number of mobile clients.

Eventis appears to have made a promis-

ing start, reaching 2,200 subscriptions in
its first week and a half of operations, ac-
cording to ANRTTI. But its later-than-an-
ticipated start (Eventis was understood to
have been planning to launch in 3Q07)
meant the operator missed its year-end tar-
get of 80,000 subscriptions.

Eventis’s network, which was supplied by
Nokia, covered 30% of Moldova’s territory
and 40% of its population at end-2007, ac-
cording to ANRTI. Network investment
had reached US$35 million (€22.2 mil-
lion) by end-2007.

Prepaid still high
The prepaid proportion of subscriptions in
Moldova remained stable in 2007 at 83.5%,
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after a small rise in 3Q07. This figure is
above the 77.4% reported for Central and
Eastern Europe as a whole. Operators’ strate-
gies in Moldova continue to focus more on
gaining market share and signing up new
subscriptions than promoting prepaid-to-
postpaid migration.

26% increase in revenues

ARPU in Moldova remains low. Moldcell
recorded a small increase from €6.20 in
4QO06 to €6.50 in 4Q07, while Orange
registered a fall in the same period (€8.50
t0 €7.90).

The low ARPU reported was despite a
combined 26% increase in mobile revenues
in 2007 to MLD2.38 billion (€146 mil-
lion) for the Moldovan market as a whole.
Orange Moldova generated the highest rev-
enues with MLD1.7 billion, followed by
Moldcell with MLDG665.5 million.

Meanwhile, Moldcell recorded an im-
pressive 31% increase in total blended min-
utes of use, from 74 in 4Q06 to 97 in
4Q07. Corresponding data for Moldova’s
other operators is not disclosed.

Possible UMTS tender in 2008

The government of Moldova plans to sell
UMTS licences in 2008. The sale could raise
up to US$16 million, say local reports.
